F. Burton, Sr. Burton is releasing his second book 100 WAYS TO

feasible tidbits of advice on dealing with youth at different stages 
of their life in various areas.  
 
Burton is no stranger to what youth want or need. The father of 
three boys hosts and facilitates various personal, educational and 
business development workshops and programs for youth. The 
books are born out lessons he has learned through his openness to 
be taught by those he seeks to teach.  
 
After a soft test release earlier this year, phenomenal poet Patricia LaFontant will officially 
release her charged collection of poetry FREEDOM WRITES in early May.  The soft test revealed 
that LaFontant is a poetic voice to be reckoned with.  Those who were blessed enough to get a 
copy of the soft release, can rest assured that nothing has changed except for an “and” here or 
there. The power of her poems and her keen ability to pour her emotions – be they pain, hate, 
and distrust – rings true on each and every page.  LaFontant, who put her personal life on hold 
to travel to Haiti after the devastating earthquakes there, does not shy away from giving stark 
and raw opinions on social, political, church and heart matters.

Following Watson, LaFontant and Burton with late spring/early summer releases are 
authors Paula B. Bordenkecher and Rev. Cyteria Freeman.  Bordenkecher’s delightful 
children’s book, THE ADVENTURES OF CASEY FORMOONZAGO, teaches kids about peer 
pressure, personal decision making and seeking counsel in the midst of a charged 
environment. The lessons are taught within the context of the Biblical story of Lucifer’s fall 
from grace.  The title is not preachy, and while it uses a Biblical tale, is ripe with lessons 
ideal for elementary school students.  Illustrated in wonderfully multi-cultural hues, the 
book is attractive, engaging and a friendly read.  THE ADVENTURES OF CASEY 
FORMOONZAGO will make a wonderful edition to school, church and public libraries alike.  
 
She was a teenage mother one month and a crack fiend in another month.  Yet, as the 
perils of cocaine and crack dominated her life, Cyteria Freeman found that there was an 
aura of prayer and safety around her that would save her life.  Her story is chilling and in 
some instances heartbreaking; still her indescribable faith and her resolve that she is not a 
“recovering” addict but a “delivered” addict will ignite hope and determination.  In FROM A MESS TO A MIRACLE TO A 
MESSENGER, Freeman reveals her darkest moments and how her relationship with God would ultimately save her.  Both 
titles are slated for a late May release.
